General Guidelines for the Small Project Fund for Moldova

§1. The Royal Norwegian Embassy in Bucharest offers financial assistance to selected small-scale projects in the following areas:

- Democracy and Human Rights

- Justice and Home Affairs

- Gender and Anti-Trafficking

- Education, Integration and Cultural understanding
§2. The projects should be aimed at promoting the development of civil society, rule of law, democratization and reconciliation, as well as capacity building and the strengthening of institutions.

§3. The embassy welcomes a broad range of project proposals, from local, national and international authorities and non-governmental organizations. Co-financing is encouraged, and administrative expenses are to be kept to a minimum.

§5. A final report on the use of the contribution should be submitted to the embassy upon completion of the project. The report should include separate and transparent accounting, including relevant documentation, for all operations related to the project. Contributions amounting to more than EUR 3 000 will require an audited financial statement
.

§6. If deemed appropriate, the disbursement of funds can be made in installments. A progress report can be required for the transfer of remaining funds.

§7. Any funds not being spent within the specified deadline for completion of the project must be reimbursed. Furthermore, if the funds are not spent according to the information given in the project application, or the conditions set out in these guidelines, any financial contribution can be annulled and called back by the embassy. Upon notification of such measures, the implementation of the project cannot be resumed without the embassy’s agreement. Any changes in the project, or its budget, must be notified to the embassy and approved by the embassy.

§8. In accordance with section 17 of the Appropriation Regulations, the Royal Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Auditor General have the right to verify that funds granted under this scheme are being used as intended. In this respect, all original accounts are to be kept for three years.
